COUNCIL COMMENTS

Mayor Martin:

Cleanup Day will be May 7, 2011. It will be at the Ramsey County Public Works site on
Highway 96. All of the detailed information is available on the City’s website.

The Run & Romp event, sponsored by the Rotary Club, is also scheduled for May 7, 2011.
The Leadership Luncheon at Northwest Youth and Family Services will be May 3, 2011, at
Midland Hills. The speaker is Matt Kramer, President of the St. Paul Chamber of Commerce.
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Mr. Kramer will speak about training and hiring future employees. All are urged to register
online or by calling Northwest Youth and Family Services.

Beginning May 1, 2011, three of the City’s hockey rinks can be used as off-leash dog play areas.
The three hockey rinks are located at Bucher, Bobby Theisen and Wilson Parks. This is a pilot
project so it is important for owners to clean up after their dogs.

GENERAL BUSINESS

MINOR SUBDIVISION - 435 SNAIL LAKE ROAD, JOHN & BETH MICHAELSON

Presentation by City Planner Kathleen Nordine

This proposal is to divide the property at 435 Snail Lake Road into three parcels. Parcel A is the
location of the existing house. Parcel B would be developed with a new single-family residence.
Parcel C is a 14.5-foot strip of land that would be combined with the property to the north at 266
Harbor Lane, which would help that property meet rear setbacks. The property is zoned R-1,
Detached Residential. Parcels A and B comply with City development and subdivision
regulations. EXxisting structures on Parcel A conform to required setbacks. The setback range for
Parcel B is 30 feet to 47.95 feet. The topography of Parcel B drops off to the north. A grading
plan will be required for development to maintain the current drainage pattern.

Area property owners were notified. One comment was received. No concerns were expressed.
Ramsey County Parks and Recreation expressed no objection but would encourage retention of
existing storm water pattern, so that no more ground water is diverted to county open space. The
County also recommends compliance with building setbacks.

The Planning Commission has recommended approval on a 6 to 0 vote. The Planning
Commission also discussed drainage of Parcel B and the need to maintain the existing drainage
pattern.

Staff is recommending approval subject to the conditions listed in the staff report.
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Mr. Michaelson, Applicant, asked the status of the Development Agreement if he were to sell the
land for someone else to build. Ms. Nordine explained that while the Development Agreement is
signed by Mr. Michaelson, it can be assigned to a future party. City Attorney Filla added that
when the property is sold, it would be subject to the terms of the Development Agreement.

Mayor Martin asked if access is off Snail Lake Road. Mr. Michaelson answered, yes.

MOTION: by Councilmember Wickstrom, seconded by Councilmember Huffman to
approve the minor subdivision application submitted by John and Beth
Michaelson for 435 Snail Lake Road, and the Development Agreement, subject
to the following conditions:

1. The minor subdivision shall be in accordance with the plans submitted, dated February
21, 2011.

2. The applicant shall pay a Public Recreation Use Dedication fee as required by Section
204.020 of the Development Regulations before the City will endorse deeds for recording.

3. Public drainage and utility easements shall be conveyed to the City as required by the

Public Works Director. The applicant shall be responsible for providing legal descriptions
for all required easements. Easements shall be conveyed before the City will endorse
deeds for recording.

4. Prior to the issuance of a building permit on Parcel B, a grading and drainage plan must be
submitted to the City Engineer for review and approval.

5 Municipal water and sanitary sewer service shall be provided to the new lot.

6 The applicant shall enter into a development agreement with the City. The agreement
shall be executed prior to the City’s release of the deeds for recording.

7. Parcel C shall be conveyed only to the owners of the property at 266 Harbor Lane, who
shall combine the Parcel with the existing lot to create a single tax parcel.

8. This approval shall expire after one year if the subdivision has not been recorded with
Ramsey County.

This recommendation for approval of the Minor Subdivision is based on the following findings of
fact:

1. The subdivision is consistent with the policies of the Comprehensive Plan and in
compliance with the regulations of the Development Code.

2. The proposed lots conform to the adopted City standards for standard riparian lots.

3. Municipal water and sanitary sewer service are available for each proposed parcel.

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ACCEPT BIDS AND AWARD CONTRACT -2011 SEWER LINING PROJECT,
CP 11-03

Presentation by Public Works Director Mark Maloney

The area of focus in 2011 for sewer relining repairs is in the southwest part of the City where
there are still old clay pipes. All areas have been combined into one contract to get a more
competitive bid. Bids were opened March 30, 2011. The Engineer’s estimate was approximately
$625,000. The low bid, submitted by Veit Companies, Inc., was $659,884.00. The increase over
the Engineer's estimate is attributed to fuel prices. The CIP allowance for this project is
$675,000. Staff is recommending approval of the low bid submitted by Veit Companies, Inc.

Mayor Martin asked the rationale for not repairing the sewer lines when road projects are done.
Mr. Maloney explained that the type of technology used does not require digging trenches.
Further, he stated, costs would be dramatically increased if the lines were replaced. Digging up
the old sewer lines would mean a much deeper trench than the digging required for a road bed.

Councilemmber Wickstrom asked if the bid is a firm number and not subject to continuing rising
fuel costs. Mr. Maloney stated that there are no fuel escalation clauses in the contract.
Councilmember Wickstrom asked if the City will get credit from the Metropolitan Council
regarding the I and | program. Mr. Maloney stated that the City has been credited for more than
the amount of the surcharge from other projects. If any surcharge exists, this project would apply
as credit.

Councilmember Withhart asked the life expectancy of the relined pipes and the cost difference
between relining the pipes or replacing them. Mr. Maloney stated that the conservative life
estimate is 40 to 50 years. The cost for total replacement of pipes would be $50 to $60 per lineal
foot while relining is $27 per lineal foot. Councilmember Withhart asked how service to
individual residences is accommodated during the relining process. Mr. Maloney responded that
the work is coordinated closely with homeowners because service is blocked during the relining
process.

Councilmember Huffman asked the reason for the difference in the bid amount compared to the
CIP allowance. Mr. Maloney stated that the CIP estimate was done over a year ago and based on
an estimated amount of pipe length. Also, it is important that the amount scheduled in the CIP is
generous enough to cover the project.

MOTION: by Councilmember Huffman, seconded by Councilmember Withhart to adopt
Resolution No. 11-16, which accepts the Total Bid from Veit & Companies, Inc.,
for the 2011 Sanitary Sewer Lining Project 11-03, and authorizes the Mayor and
City Manager to execute a construction contract in the amount of $659,884.00.
